This class-act wine pours forth a deep, velvety
violet-blue hue that only hints at its depth. On
the nose, the fruit comes rst - aromas of juicy
black currants, ripe and luscious but not overly
ripe, followed by layers of cedar, pink pepper-
corn spice and fennel, ending on a subtle note
of tanned leather. Like the aroma, black current
dominates a pleasantly mild French oak, rich
round accents of nutmeg and vanilla, ending
with a whisper of black licorice nestled on an
amazingly long finish.
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
