The History

The Vineyard 

Familia Malbec is Guillermo’s specialty, with 100% of the fruit coming from 
his vineyard in La Consulta. To us, Familia Malbec almost comes across as 
“old world”, and we really enjoy the wine’s minerality. The wine is very much 
sought after inside Argentina, and we are only able to import 300 cases per year.

Tasting Notes

The purple-colored 2005 Malbec Single Vineyard was sourced from a small parcel 
of 88-year-old vineyards and aged for 12 months in 50% new French oak. It of-
fers up an expressive bouquet of wood smoke, spice box, incense, black cherry, and 
plum. This leads to a full-bodied wine with layers of savory black fruit, plenty of 
spice and earth notes, enough structure to evolve for 2-3 years, and a lengthy finish.
