Estate-bofttled
by Michel Fonne at the vineyard in Benn-
wihr, Alsace.

The settlement of the village can be traced back to the middle ages. It successively be-
longed to the lords of Horbourg, the counts of Wurtemberg, the bishop of Strasbourg and to
the lords of Ribeaupierre until the revolution.

Michel Fonng, is a certified cenologist from Dijon. After having obtained the technical exper-
tise in Champenoise winemaking in Damery and after having made wine from the 1987 har-
vest in the Alexander valley in California (Hafner Vineyard), Michel took over the family
business of his uncle, René Barth.
